Proposed Experimental Parking Restrictions – Argyle Street – Alnmouth
Following the introduction of an experimental resident permit parking scheme on Argyle Street on 1st June, the council requested feedback throughout the duration of the Traffic Regulation Order to assist in making an informed decision when it came to determining whether or not the order should be made permanent. The scheme concluded on 1st December, and the council received considerable feedback from a variety of sources, including residents of Argyle Street, residents of Alnmouth who do not live in Argyle Street, businesses visitors and the Alnmouth Parish Council. 
The diversity of those who responded to our request for feedback shows that the restrictions not only affected those with parking permits, but also had an effect on the wider demographic. It was felt that the scheme was a success for the residents with parking permits, who believe the restrictions imposed resolved the issues they were facing on a daily basis. However the scheme was contentious for those who did not have parking permits, and could regularly see spaces available on Argyle Street when the rest of the village was experiencing a high demand for parking. 
As the scheme has been judged a success for those who had parking permits, but a contentious issue for other residents and businesses within Alnmouth, it has been agreed to introduce a new Experimental Traffic Regulation Order for a 12 month period starting on 29th December 2017. The new restriction will allow the following:-

· Those with resident permits and visitors permits can park all day without restriction.

· Those without permits can park from 8am- 6pm, for 3 hours, No return within 4 hours, all days.
As before, the same residential properties will be eligible for 2 resident parking permits which will be free throughout the duration of the experiment, and if the scheme is successful and is made permanent, a charge of £15 per permit per year will apply. It must also be considered that there are insufficient parking places to accommodate the potential uptake of permits.
The Council are again asking for feedback throughout the duration of the new experiment, but any feedback should be submitted no later than Friday 31st August 2018. This will allow for a decision to be made and any permanent orders to be introduced before the end of the 12 month experimental period, if required.
Regrettably, it is not possible to reply to individual comments, but you may wish to note that comments may be included in a report, to the Executive Director of Local Services and may be available for public inspection. 
I would urge you to take the opportunity to comment on this important matter as any decision taken will be based upon the responses received from those who take time to give feedback. If no comments are received by the closing date it will be assumed that you do not wish to make any representations.
