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What can | do?

Fire - Dial 999 call the fire service.
Anti-social acts - call the police if you
see anyone acting suspiciously. Dial 999
(emergency) or dial 101 (non-emergency).

¢ Try to give as much detail as possible:
Type of suspicious activity - Number of people
Gender - Conspicuous clothing - Vehicle details
