Continuing Health Care is the name given to ongoing support funded by the NHS where a person’s primary needs are health needs.

As you know, the multi-disciplinary team have recently considered whether you may be entitled to Continuing Health Care.  They have done this by completing a Decision Support Tool, based on an assessment of your needs, and then making a recommendation to the Care Trust.

It has been decided that you are entitled to Continuing Health Care from …...  This will be subject to regular review and may change if your needs change.  A copy of the Assessed Level of Need and Recommendation Summary is attached which explains the reasons for this.  A full copy of the Decision Support Tool is available on request, by writing to Sue Scott, Continuing Care Lead Nurse, Review & Nurse Assessment Team, Social Care Directorate, County Hall, Morpeth, Northumberland, NE61 2EF.

Benefits received from the Department of Work and Pension may be affected however, and you are advised to seek independent advice and information about that if you have concerns.  Your Care Manager will help you to do so if necessary.  If you previously did not have a Care Manager one will be allocated to you.
You and your family will have the opportunity to be involved in regular reviews of your health and social care needs and will receive details of decisions made in writing after such reviews.
If in future, following a review you no longer need NHS Funded Continuing Health Care you may still need care funded by Social Services.  In that case you will have to pay towards your care and the value of your assets will be taken into account in setting your charge.  This includes the value of your home, if you are a home owner, as well as your savings. In some circumstances people who have transferred their home, or large sums of money to other people can still be liable to pay changes based on the value of those assets if they are held to have made the transfer to avoid paying charges.  You should seek professional advice if you are thinking of transferring assets.
